@@ PRAISE what the child did well at the end of

the reading — point to the word or section
and give specific praise such as:

| like the way you put that right.

You went back and changed it — well done.

You spotted something wrong there didn't you.

That was good — how did you know you had to fix it?
You really thought about making it sound right.

You see — the rest of the word just followed on! Well
done!

No robot voice there! It sounded like a real story —
fantastic!

We can PROMPT for good
strategies:

What's the first letter? Try it again
What are you going to do? /What can you do?

Is it like a word you know?

Does it make sense?

Can we say it like that/does that sound right?
Does what you said match the word on the page?

Keep that first bit of the word in your head and do the
sentence again — it might all follow on.

Get your mouth ready for that letter.
Get the first sound ready and eye spy the picture.

Read it smoothly.
